12.18.1868 – Marriage to Lyman is dissolved (per notes – Lyman didn’t sign this document).

12.19.1868 - Saint George, Washington, Utah, USA – Caroline marries Eli Whipple.

1870 Federal census – Lyman is living in Treasure City, White Pines, NV – occupation is blacksmith.

1880 Federal census – Lyman is living with the Ivie family in Mount Pleasant, UT.  He is accused to having an affair with Mrs. Ivie (Mary Catherine Barton Ivie) and they both leave and move to Idaho, with several of her 12 children.

12.24.1888 – Mary Catherine dies in East Fork, Blaine, ID and is taken back to Mount Pleasant to be buried.
1890 Federal Census – Lyman is living in Blaine County, ID.
